They should consult a doctor
promptly, apply to school for sick leave and take rest at home.
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Parents/Guardians should record their children’s temperature, sign on the record sheet and ask their children to return it to
the teacher of the first lesson for checking every day.
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Parents/Guardians should also complete this record sheet on holiday.
